Extra socks: we recommend wool
1 Large water bottle (VYCC does provide a Nalgene)
Work Pants and/or work shorts (long pants required for certain tasks)

Rain Jacket and Pants: slickers tend to be the most durable in the field

Insect Repellent
Warm Layers
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Sun protection: Such as a hat, sunglasses, sun shirt. VYCC provides some sunscreen but feel
